10. 2025 PDGA International Event Standards
* This section outlines the quantitative and qualitative standards and procedures that apply to ALL PDGA Tour
Events in the International Countries except for Majors and Disc Golf Pro Tour events.

* These standards accommodate the different stages of development of each country and the models used by
each country in their national and local level events and series. It is the responsibility of each National
Association and event TD to ensure that the PDGA tier standards and prevailing national standards are met.

* International events must be approved by the national association before they are PDGA sanctioned.

* The host country association will determine the membership requirements, if any, of national player
participation. The PDGA requires that out of country current PDGA members, who sign up on time to secure

a place in an event, be allowed to participate without paying any extra fees. Exception: This does not apply to
national championship events that are open only to nationals of the country in question. See X tiers below.

Quialitative International Tier Standards
In addition to the quantitative indicators listed in the previous table, there are various qualitative indicators that help
determine the tier that an event should be sanctioned at. TDs and competitors can use the following additional event
quality indicators as a gauge of what to expect at different tier level events:

Sheltered Tournament Central (tent, building near course)
Course ready to play 1 day ahead of the event

Sponsors cover some tournament expanses & contribute to payout/prizes
Dedicated tournament staff & non playing volunteers (Tournament Central, spotters, etc)
The best B tier events will meet some or all A tier standard

Regional or state/province level events that deliver a high quality and consistent player experience
Player registration through Disc Golf Scene, PDGA or other online live scoring recommended
